Seed Money Research Grant Policy 

 The Research Committee met in Principal’s Chamber on  _____ and resolved to frame 

adopt the seed money research grant policy as per the rules and guidelines stated below: 
 To set objectives for the College Seed Money Policy 

 To frame rules and guidelines pertaining to seed money research grant policy 

 To form a committee with the PG coordinators headed by Principal as Chairman for the grant of 

the seed money from the PG funds 

To realize the above objectives, the committee resolved to frame and adopt the following policy. 

1.0. Preface 

 Dr. V.S. Krishna Government Degree & P.G. College (A), Visakhapatnam is one of the premier 

educational institutions of the state of Andhra Pradesh with 50 doctorates and 28 research guides and 50 

research scholars. Research is never instantaneous and it requires research grants which are limited. To 

help the faculty, the college provides ‘seed money’ for research. This document explains the set of rules, 

guidelines and procedure to obtain the research grant. 

 

2.0  Objectives 

2.1  To support the faculty with substantial research aptitude 

2.2  To see that the faculty who got the research grant at the college level shall apply to 

external  

       funding agencies to extend their work 

2.3  Thus, this research grant is intended to enable the faculty to get more research grants in  

        near future, for the college 

2.4  To publish at least one publication in UGC-CARE listed journals immediately at the end  

       of the stipulated period 

 

3.0 Rules 



3.1  Eligibility: All the regular lecturers of the college are eligible to get the research grant as   

 principal investigator. 

3.2  Area of Research: The Principal Investigator shouldn’t have worked on the topic before  

 and the work should be new as per the research norms. 

3.3  Period: The period of research shall extend for not more than one year. 

3.4  Number of Grants: Each faculty shall receive one research grant only in a period of 5  

 years. 

3.5  Procedure:  

3.5.1 Interested faculty must submit their proposal in Annexure – I to the Chairman, 

Research Committee. 

3.5.2 Faculty can submit proposals in collaboration with each other, for inter-

disciplinary research activities 

3.5.3 The Chairman, Research Committee will constitute an ad-hoc committee to 

review the proposal 

3.5.4 The ad-hoc committee shall submit the report to Chairperson, Research Project 

and approval or rejection of the project is vested with the Chairperson. 

3.5.5 If the proposal is approved, it may be forwarded to the Research Committee for 

release of the grant. 

3.5.6 The faculty may then commence the research work, complete it and submit the 

report to the research committee.  

3.5.7 As per current norms, the money will not be transferred directly to the 

faculty. Rather, the amount will be reimbursed or incurred on getting the 

invoices in the name of CVV.
